Assessment of Chemical Exposures (ACE) Program:

Help for Environmental Emergencies

An ACE team of experts from the Centers for
Disease Control and Prevention and the Agency
for Toxic Substances and Disease Registry (CDC/
ATSDR) travels to the site of environmental
emergencies to conduct an investigation which
includes interviewing people who may have been
exposed to harmful chemicals.

State and local health departments can use the
ACE toolkit to conduct their own investigation,
with the ACE team providing remote technical
support.
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When an environmental incident occurs, state and local

health departments can call ATSDR to request an ACE to
learn how to assess and protect people and communities

from exposure to harmful substances.

An ACE provides resources to state and
local health departments to help

® assess the public health emergency and direct an
immediate response,

¢ identify who has been exposed,

¢ determine if there is a need to do follow-up for
long-term health effects,

e access ATSDR’s mapping, communications, risk
assessors, and toxicologists,

¢ liaise with other federal agencies like the
Environmental Protection Agency,

¢ assess the need to modify state and local
emergency response procedures,

e target outreach to prevent similar, future incidents.
